Abstract: Arthur Lakes and Petrified Lake "W oods"

Through geologictime , t her e has al ways been ainwoodds
Lakewood, Colorado. Fossil logs, pollen, and seeds are present in the Jurassic

Morrison formation when dinosaurs walked along alkali rich ponds and shrub-

lined stream beds. About 100 million years ago, shoreline forests lined the edge

of the encroaching Western Interior Seaway as dinosaurs left their tracks along

the beach. After the Seaway went away, forests rich in more modern plants grew

along lowland swamps, when T-rex hid among the foliage eyeing any number of

smaller dinosaurs such as baby Triceratops.

The forests culminated in dense stands of palms that covered present day Green
and South and North Table Mountains where fossil stumps dotted the landscape

in the late 1800s. Huge petrified logs from a later time, the Eocene, cap the top of
Green Mountain.

From the earliest days of geological exploration in Colorado, local geological
hero, Arthur Lakes, and his friends, reported the presence of fossil plants; many
were named for them. This talk tells the exciting story of the "other" fossils in our
