Notification of proposed By Law Changes
We (the board) propose to change our By Laws.

Currently the By Laws read:
Number 17: Minimum Criteria to qualify for and Maintain Membership Status
Sectionl:
(A) Minimum uniform criteria to qualify for membership in the field of the lapidary arts.
1. Those persons desiring membership shall demonstrate their knowledge, capabilities
and individual artistry through performance of any one of the following:
(a) Display examples of their craftsmanship, consisting of any one or all of the following:
(1) Five cut and polished stones of different shapes.
(2) Five different pieces of metal work with or without stones.
(3) Five faceted stones, each of different cut or materials.
(4) Three different carvings from natural stone or gem materials.
(5) One intarsia of any size and of any natural stone materials.
(6) Any type of work or material in any proportion and not fitting any other
classification, according to American Federation rules.
(b) Present and original paper of at least 500 words in legible form on any phase of the
principles of the art and craftsmanship, as applied to the lapidary and/or jewelry field.
(c) Demonstrate his or her ability and skill by producing a finished piece, within his or her
chosen field of endeavor, at either the Council or Club Mineral Show in presence of one
or more qualified persons.
2. A man and wife team my jointly qualify with a single compliance.
(B) Minimum level of require performance to maintain membership status:

1. Annually perform any of the requirements for qualifying with the exception of
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demonstration before the membership committees. Any piece exhibited shall not have
been -exhibited for the purpose of membership qualification or status maintenance.
Displays may consist of any combinations for the required categories to a minimum of
five pieces.

2. Members will be encouraged to improve their skills.

3. These maintenance requirements shall be done at the direction of and in cooperation
with the program and show chairman.

Section 2:

(A) Minimum uniform criteria to qualify for membership within the field of minerals and

related earth sciences:

1. Those persons desiring membership shall demonstrate their knowledge, capabilities
and individual interest through performance of one of the following:

(a) Display examples of their interest of their own choosing through any of the categories
as outlined in the American Federation rules, excluding lapidary and jewelry.

(b) Present an original paper of at least 500 words on any phase of mineralogy or earth
science, or present a prepared speech on the same subject.

(B) Minimum level of required performance to maintain membership status.

1. Annually perform any of the requirements for qualifying. Any pieces exhibited shall not
have been previously exhibited for the purpose of membership qualification or status
maintenance. Displays may consist of any combinations of the required categories to
specification of American Federation rules.

2. Members will be encouraged to improve the quality of their collections a knowledge of
their subject.

3. These maintenances shall be done at the direction of and in cooperation with the
program and show chairman.

4. Two or more persons desiring to qualify jointly shall demonstrate their knowledge and
capabilities in accordance with the requirements set up in By-Law 17, Sec.2 Para. (A)

5. The decisions of the show chairman and/or his or her committee relating to qualifying
shall be final.

The board proposes the By Laws read:

Number 17: Membership

Members are encouraged to improve their skills and knowledge of the lapidary arts and the earth
sciences. The demonstration of skills and knowledge of the lapidary arts and earth sciences is
greatly appreciated.
